For the student who does not particularly care for
dances (and even for those who do), a good way to
express their preferences is the questionnaire on
page three which is a joint effort of the Student
Government Association and the COLLEGIAN to not
only determine what the students do want in the way
of entertainment but to make an effort to provide that
entertainment.

Sitting around a table in the student union com-
plaining about the lack of entertainment or the type of
entertainment provided does little good (except, per-
haps, to let off steam). In contrast, positive action
such as talking to Student Government repre-
sentatives, Mrs. Carol Guffy (located downstairs in
the student union), or Dean Harold Cameron would
(if at all possible) result in some action.
