List Grows,

As the semester nears 
its last weeks, more in­
structors are assigning term 
papers. These papers present 
quite a problem to students 
when other students hold lib­
rary books for long periods at 
a time.

Students who have overdue 
books should also remember 
that these books must be re ­
turned and any fine on reserve 
books must be paid before he 
can register for second 
semester or before tran­
scripts can be issued.

Two years ago, students 
requested that the Student 
Government A s s o c i a t i o n  
check with the library about 
the possibility of abolishing 
fines on overdue books. After 
approaching the Library 
Committee, the SGA was able 
to convince the library that 
students would return the 
books on time without the fear 
heads.

Students, however, have 
not held to their end of the 
bargain and if the list of 
overdue books keeps growing 
the Library Committee may 
be forced to return to the fine 
system in order to solve the 
problem.

order for interested candi­
dates to submit their appli­
cations. Three candidates will 
then be selected by the re ­
maining senators and pre­
sented to the student body for 
election by a plurality vote. 
Nominations may be made 
from the floor.”

Meetings
Got a gripe?
Bring it before the Student 

Senate.

Students are encouraged to 
bring any suggestions or 
complaints to the attention of 
the Student Government As­
sociation either be presenting 
it to their club or class rep­
resentative who, in turn, will 
bring it before the Senate, or 
be presenting it personally 
before the Senate.

Througn the guidelines set  
up by the SGA constitution, 
any student may attend the 
meetings of the Senate except 
when it is closed by an af­
firmative 2/3 vote of the 
Senate; this, however, is 
rare.

•The faculty constitution, 
which had been approved by 
the faculty on Nov. 10, 
explains the principals and or­
ganization of the faculty asso­
ciation.

Dean Ben Whitfield reported 
on grant applications for 
federal and state funds  
totaling $138,404. These 
monies would not be available 
to Westark before March or 
April.

Those funds requested were 
$20,000 for faculty sabbati­
cals; $27,750 to hire a reme­
dial specialist and two per­
sons to staff a lab for the 
disadvantaged; $12,000 for 
computer specialist; $5,100 
for faculty travel; $35,000 for 
National Teaching Fellow­
ships to help pay salaries for 
new faculty members; and 
$9,727 to administer the 
teaching fellowship program.

Fund requests from the 
State Department of Educa­
tion would be used to develop 
and expand the college’s cur­
riculum, such as strengthen-

Trustees Approve Appointments, 

Faculty Association Constitution



After some misunderstanding arose from a COL­
LEGIAN editorial last issue discussing nine weeks 
grades, the staff would like to make it clear that mid­
semester grades are a vital service provided by the 
school which most certainly should be continued.

No proposal of abolishing advisory grades was in­
tended—however, the COLLEGIAN did propose some 
revisions within the present system of grading which 
we would like to explain once more.

A kaleidoscope of teaching 
aids is being viewed this 
week at Westark Junior Col­
lege. Puppets with coats of 
glossy fur or bright paint, 
pieces of flannel on a board 
and shadows on the wall, a 
girl in a pink-and-white rab­
bit suit—these are bits of the 
projects prepared by Child­
ren’s Literature students. 
New psychology films, with 
bold colors and fresh ap­
proaches, are being pre­
viewed.

Children’s Literature classes 
November 22 and 24, will 
later be taken to elementary 
schools.

The films being previewed 
are a part of a CRM series 
to be used by the psychology 
department beginning next 
semester. The series in­
cludes, “ Aspects of Be­
havior,” “ The Sensory 
World,” “ Information Pro­
cessing,”  “ Learning,” “ De­
velopment,” “Social Psycho­

logy,” “ Personality,”  and 
“ Abnormal Behavior.”

The new psychology text­
book ( a brief edition designed 
for non-psychology majors) is 
being well-received by the 
students, Mrs. Dorothy Rap- 
peport, psychology instructor, 
said. She noted that most 
Westark students take general 
psychology. Some students are 
as the beginning of a trend 
toward more individualized 
instruction, she said.

First it was learned that grades do not directly 
affect students on the work-study program unless 
their grades drop below a 1.5 cumulative average 
placing them on probation. However, students with a 
National Defense Student Loan must maintain a 2.00 
average in order to keep the loan.

And, for instance, in the past, some instructors 
have issued “ blanket” grades which give each student 
the same grade, usually somewhat low.

This practice assumes that those students who, in 
reality, have high grades will work to bring them up 
while the student with low grades will work to main­
tain the grade he THINKS he has from the “ advisory” 
grades mailed at mid-semester.

Some instructors base the nine weeks grades on 
one test or report. Usually, it takes one test to dis­
cover how the teacher tests and what he considers to 
be good test material. As a result .of this the student 
usually does much poorer on the first test which 
would mean that it would not be very indicative of his 
overall work for the nine weeks.

Freshman students, especially, are at a disadvant­
age in this instance because the entire concept of 
college academic work differs vastly from their high 
school background.

If advisory grades do not actually tell the whole 
story of the student work, they lose their value and 
defeat their purpose. In order to serve their function 
as an aid to the student, his parents and the coun­
selors in determining which class needs extra atten­
tion, mid-semester grades must be a true evaluation 
of the student’s work based on more than one test or 
report.

Actually abolishing nine weeks grades, therefore, 
was in almost direct opposition to what was proposed 
in the November 10 issue of the COLLEGIAN. In 
many respects nine weeks grades are more important 
to the student than are the final grades because they 
indicate a need for improvement while there is still 
time to make that improvement. However, certain 
changes are necessary within the present system of 
mid-semester grades before they can truly be of 
value to the students, his parents, the counselors or 
anyone else affected by his academic achievement.

Tatum with 16 points fol­
lowed by Gary White with 15, 
Bill Rogers with 11 and Ricky 
Cunningham with 10. Tatum 
also led in rebounds with 10.

Charles Mans on, a 6-6 
sophomore from Eastern led 
all scoring with 29 points fol­
lowed by 22 points from his 
6-8 teammate Lawrence Lax. 
6-6 Terry Duke and 6-1 Thad- 
deus Singleton each had 15.

Eastern rebounding was led 
by Lax with 14 and Manson
with 13.
